This Srategy is a guiding document for the development and implementation of pethway
facilities for pedestrians and cyclists withidfurobodalla This includes both formal footpaths and
shared pathways

Council is responsible fan existingnetwork of 108.5km of footpaths and shared paths across
Eurobodalla with a gross replacement cestimatedat $30.8million. Despite this Council has many
existingurbanareas that do not have a formal network of pathways. This is a significant gap in our
infrastructurewith Council receiving numerous requests to provide pathways.

To address this gagouncil has allocated3®% millionin its longterm financial plan over the next 10
yearsto develophigh priority sections ahe pathwaynetwork. ThisPathways Srategy icentifies over
$11.7millionworth of pathway works across Eurobodallih a strong focus on improved road safety

Council will continue to advocate Governmentseekinggrants,and work with community groups
property ownersand developersto maximisethe works undertaken on a priority basis.

To aid in the prioritisation of works, point score systenis used to develop thannualprogram of
works.The extent of works achieved is dependent on the total fundivagilable The recommended

An IntegratedNetwork

Any network must have a focus. It is the aim of Biiategy that routes will be developed using both
existing and new paths that will link people to the main attractors of the region or other significant
destinations.The Strategy outlines an mgrated network of paths and routes that will have an
important role inencouragngwalking and cyclings well as improving road safety

To achieve the objective of an integrated netwarith a low whole of life cost

1) Shared pathwayswill typically be reinforced concrete and 2rB wide. In special
circumstances, a gravel pathway may be acceptable

2) Footpaths will typically be reinforced concrete 1.5m wide

3) Provision of additional lighting where appropriate, particularly in the vicinity of road crossing
pointsand bus shelters

4) Directional signs will be considered on major pathway routes.

Where separate pathways are not provided, consideration will be given to progressively improving
facilities for cycling on highly trafficked roads such as provision of seadetbers and warning signs
to improve road safety.

Ancillary Facilities

People who walk or ride to work or school or for other purposes need more than a defined network.
Those who ride require a secure place to leave their bike once they reach their destikatigaily,
walkers need somewhere to gihdrest when walking sigficant distances or even to stop and enjoy
the view.

Bicycle parking can be of two typeshortterm facilities such as bike racks or longemm storage

such as bike lockerBor work trips, the most successful option is for workers to have a secatiloc
within their place of work to store their bicylcle during the day. Council should work with local
businessego encourage greater provision of bicycle facilities within work plac8snilarly, new
commercial and other similar developments shouldrequired to provide secure bicycle parking
facilities within their development as part of all approval®ouncil has an opportunity to show
leadership in this regard through auditing its existing offices, depots and community facilities and
providing upgrded facilities for bicycle storage. This could then be promoted to the community as
best practce.

Asset Management

While this strategy primarily addresses the provision of new works, there @gningresponsibility

to inspect, maintin, replace and renew infrastructure to ensure an acceptable level of service to the
community. To ensure adverse impacts on the community are minimised, Council undertakes
maintenance activities in accadcewith its risk management policies and systems.

Council will need to consider this when determining futloagterm financial plans to ensure the
network remains in an adequate condition and the burden of the current consumption of the asset is
not transferred to future generations.

Coordination and Support

1 the need to manage the portfolio of infrastructure and its quality so as to stimulate participation
and positive leisure experienceéRlanning and maintenance of much of this infrastructure has not
been sufficient or strategic enough to maintain participation, and as the population, ages
increasing resources may need to be invested to continue to deliver the same participation
outcomes.

1 Council should continue to strive to increase its population. This is fundamental to retaining the
range and quality of recreation resources. Promoting cycling and walking opportunities can assist
in attracting new residents and increasing participation.

1 abetter understanding of costs and how and where resources are being allocated for what benefit
is required. A greater emphasis on resourcing viablgsustainable opportunities can result from
planning and a better understanding of lifecycle costs aadefits. Lifecycle costs need to be
estimated and cyclic maintenance planned and adequately resourced.

1.2.2 What has been done so far

At the gamee Council prepared a
Footpath Strategy. Subsequentla Shared Path Strategy was developed2009 combining and
distilling these plans and identifying additional works required. A large number of the works identified
in those plans have since been completed.
